When registering on the course the candidates must be able to provide evidence of attending the

Irish Sports Council "Child protection in Sports Awareness Workshop" or

Coaching Northern Ireland "Child Protection Awareness Work shop"  (maximum 4 hours)

Candidates must have completed this course as a pre-requisite
The candidate must have evidence of having planned and delivered a 12 week cycle of teaching
