• To secure your tour, please complete and return the booking form along with a 25% booking deposit to Mardyke Arena within 14 days of your 

provisional booking.
• The tour program will be based on the number of participants speci�ed in the booking form. Any changes to the number of participants must 

be con�rmed inwriting at least one month before the tour date

GENERAL INFORMATION
• Tours are available in May and June. We recommend booking early to avoid disappointment.
• Activities will commence promptly at either 10:00 AM or 1:00 PM, depending on your chosen time slot.
• Tour groups should arrive no earlier than 15 minutes before the �rst scheduled activity to avoid delays. Please note that we cannot compensate 

for latearrivals.
• Groups will be divided into smaller sub-groups based on age and the number of children. Activities will be tailored to suit each age group. 

Teachers will receive pre-tour communication detailing the required group arrangements.
• Activities are subject to availability. While we strive to accommodate all requested activities, some may be unavailable on certain dates. In such 

cases, we will provide ample notice and request that you select alternative activities.
• Teachers will receive a copy of the tour timetable one week in advance.
• If you need to adjust activities or lunch breaks, please contact the Children’s Activity Coordinator at childrensactivity@ucc.ie at least 48 hours 

prior to yourtour date.
• Participants must remain within the building during their scheduled time slots, and teachers are required to stay on the premises for the 

duration of the tour.
• Participants should bring appropriate swimwear, including a swim hat if swimming is part of the activities. Suitable sports clothing and runners 

must be worn.
• Please inform Children’s Activity Coordinator at childrensactivity@ucc.ie at least 48 hours prior any participant who has a medical condition or 

limitation thatcould a�ect their ability to participate in activities when submitting the booking form.
• Mardyke Arena is not responsible for any lost, stolen, or damaged items on the premises or grounds.
• Participants should bring su�cient food and drinks for the day's activities, as Mardyke Arena does not provide meals for tour participants.

FINANCIAL TERMS
• A deposit of 25% of the total cost, based on the number of participants speci�ed on the booking form, is required with the booking form.
• The remaining 75% balance is due at least one month before the tour date, payable by bank transfer, cheque, or credit card over the phone. 

Cheques should be made payable to Mardyke Leisure (UCC) DAC or Mardyke Arena.
• Please note that charges will apply based on the number of students con�rmed one month before your tour date.
• No refunds will be issued for students who do not attend on the day of the tour.

CODE OF CONDUCT

Juniors & Seniors
Activity Duration 30 minutes. 
Junior and Senior Infants
At the Mardyke we understand that this may be some 
children’s �rst tour and such a big adventure for all 
involved. We o�er a friendly and welcoming 
environment with sta� that have experience in 
working with younger children. All activities will last 
25–30 minutes in duration with a ‘double class’ of 1 
hour allocated to Swimming. This will ensure adequate 
changing and play time in the pool. Infants will get a 
supervised 15 minute break during a 3 hour tour and a 
second 20 minute break during a 4/5 hour tour.

1st to 3rd Classes
Activity Duration 30–45 minutes. 
1st – 3rd class
Our junior tour programme o�ers an experience which 
is focused on fun and involvement for all. This is done 
by primarily adopting a games based approach to all 
activities. We ensure all participants have an active role 
in each activity.
Junior and senior classes 30–45 minutes
Swimming 45 minutes (can be extended on request)

4th to 6th Classes
Activity Duration 30–45 minutes. 
4th – 6th class
Our mission for all our tours is to provide students a 
positive and memorable experience of their visit to the 
Mardyke Arena. A games based approach is adopted 
for all activities in this tour category with the emphasis 
being placed on fun and enjoyment.

Classes are advised to arrive in the Arena 15 minutes before the scheduled tour start. We advise teachers to carefully plan their 
departure from the school to co-ordinate with this request. Schools that arrive late for a tour may miss their �rst activity as we 
cannot amend the daily schedule or extend the tour times.

A sta� member will meet and greet the tour at the gate on Mardyke Walk and escort the children and teachers to their assembly 
in the Mardyke Arena. We expect teachers to divide the group into smaller groups prior to arrival to the Arena as advised in 
advance of tours, in order to avoid delayed start times. We will advise teachers of the number of groups required in advance of the 
tour to allow for pre-planning.

Sta� will note attendance and update the medical log for each group. A sta� member will address the groups and outline some 
important policies before the commencement of the activities.

3 Hour Tours – Infants, Junior and Senior classes are allocated a 15 minute break mid way through the tour programme.

4/5 Hour Tours – Infants, juniors and seniors have mid-morning 15 minute break and an afternoon 20 minute.

Teachers may request additional break for infants when completing the booking form and prior to receipt of tour schedule. 
Teachers are required to attend to their classes during break times.

Please note we can’t accommodate a break at the end of the booked school tour slot.

TIMESLOTS

Option 1 10 – 1pm €20.50
Schools can select a maximum of 5 activities during this time 
slot. Please note children will require extra time for the wall 
and swimming activities. If you choose both swimming and 
wall then you are limited to 4 activities in total. Children will 
have one short break of 10–15 minutes during this timeslot.

Option 2 10 – 2pm €22.50
Schools can select a maximum of 6 activities during this time 
slot. Please note children will require extra time for the wall 
and swimming activities. If you choose both swimming and 
wall then you are limited to 5 activities in total. Infants will 
have one short break of 10 minutes during this timeslot and 
a second break of 15–20 minutes during this period. Junior 
and Senior groups will have one break of 25 minutes.

Option 3 10 – 3pm €24.50
Why not spend the day in the Mardyke Arena? Exceptional 
value for money! Choose up to 8 activities for the day. If you 
choose both swimming and wall then you are limited to 7 
activities in total. Children will have one break of 25 minutes. 
Junior and Senior infants will have 2 breaks.

Option 4 1 – 4pm €16.50
Why not stop o� at the Mardyke on your way home from 
visiting one of the city’s many other amenities. Schools can 
select a maximum of 5 activities during this time slot. Please 
note children will require extra time for the wall and 
swimming activities. If you choose both swimming and wall 
then you are limited to 4 activities in total. Children will have 
one short break of 10–15 minutes during this timeslot.
